2.1 TEACHING DEPARTMENTS
2.1.1 YOGAEDUCATION DEPARTMENT

Morarji Desai National Institute of Yoga has Yoga Education Department, which includes the
following programmes: MSc Yoga, PGDYTMP, B.Sc Yoga, DYSc for Graduates, CCYWI, CCYPI
&FCYSc. The aim of this Yoga Education Department is to impart the knowledge, skills and
techniques of Yoga to enable students to become an institutionally qualified Yoga professional. The
Department is committed to offer comprehensive knowledge of ancient classical Yoga texts, Yoga
Philosophy, and others Theistic Indian Philosophies in Yoga programs of Diploma, PG Diploma,
Under Graduate and Post Graduate Programs. Moreover, Dept conducts various webinars and
seminars for better understanding of Yoga in a classical way.

2.1.2 YOGA THERAPY DEPARTMENT

Morarji Desai National Institute of Yoga has Yoga therapy department, in which the following
activities are conducting:

+ Inteaching: To teach Yoga therapy and its applications in management of various diseases &
disorders in MSc Yoga, PGDYTMP ,B.Sc Yoga and DYSc for Graduates.

« In Yoga Therapy: The Institute is running a Yoga Therapy OPD in its premises, in which OPD
consultations, Yoga therapy sessions are provided to public through following programmes:
Diabetes Management, Health Care Programme (HCP), Individual Yoga Therapy Programme
(IYT). Yoga therapy exposure given to the students of MSc Yoga, PGDYTMP, B.Sc Yoga in
OPD.

2.1.3 YOGA PHILOSOPHY DEPARTMENT

Department of Yoga Philosophy deals with Philosophical aspect of Yoga Discipline in academic
arena and its practical applicability in day to day life. The Department is committed to offer subjects
such as Yoga Philosophy, Samkhya Philosophy and others Theistic Indian Philosophies in Under
Graduate and Post Graduate Programs. The Departments has also interdisciplinary activities while
offering classical texts to students in teaching especially with Sanskrit Department. The department
also encourages Theoretical research in Indian Systems of Philosophy and Ancient Vedic Literature.

The Department is actively engaged in academic activities wherein students of M.Sc. (Yoga), B.Sc.
(Yoga), Post Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy for Medicos and Paramedicos (PGDYTMP),
Diploma in Yoga Science (DYSc.) for Graduates are benefited. Moreover, the dept. conducts various
webinars and seminars for better understanding of Yoga in a classical way.

2.1.4 YOGA & HUMAN CONSCIOUSNESS DEPARTMENT
The department of Yoga & Human Consciousness is actively engaged in Teaching (UG & PG)
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and research activities. Aim of this department to teach the traditional and western aspect of
consciousness to students of graduation and post —graduation. This department is also having
own Psychology Laboratory which helps to teaching practical aspects of subject. This lab is
equipped with many standardized psychological test, questionnaire, inventories, intelligence tests,
personality tests and Psychological tools and apparatus. The psychology laboratory has procured
various instruments and tests for conducting experiments in Psychology.These are being used to
conduct laboratory sessions for undergraduate & postgraduate (B.Sc&M.Sc) courses in Psychology
such as Introduction to Psychology and Cognitive Psychology. Inventory of instruments includes:
Tachistoscope Apparatus (Electronic), Stroop Effect Test, Muller-Lyer Apparatus, Mirror Drawing
Apparatus (and Digital), Memory Drum Apparatus (Digital) and Human Maze Learning Apparatus.
Students are not only learning the concept and theories of yoga, consciousness and Psychology but
also conduct practical and experiment on those theories. This method of teaching gives better
understanding about the concept.

2.1.5 HUMAN ANATOMY DEPARTMENT

Department of Human Anatomy is actively engaged in teaching to students of M.Sc. (Yoga), B.Sc.
(Yoga), Post Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy for Medicos (PGDYTMP), Diploma in Yoga
Science (DYSc.) for graduate. The theoretical aspects are taught during the lecture hours and the
practical classes are taken in well-equipped Anatomy Lab with demonstration on Human skeleton,
joints, models etc.

Existing Human Anatomy lab has been upgraded. Upgraded Anatomy Laboratory is equipped with
some basic models and charts with huge space for demonstration and hands-on-training of the
students to give better understanding of the subject.

2.1.6 HUMAN PHYSIOLOGY DEPARTMENT

Department of Human Physiology is actively engaged in teaching to students of M.Sc (Yoga), B.Sc.
(Yoga), Post Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy for Medicos and Paramedicos (PGDYTMP),
Diploma in Yoga Science (DYSc) for graduate.

Human Physiology is a laboratory based subject. Practical or hands on training and demonstration
also provided to students during classes. Existing Human Anatomy and Physiology lab is upgraded.

The civil work for lab up gradation is completed. Procurement was initiated for up gradation of
laboratory. Procurement of basic instruments for students practical with some major instruments
like Microscope, spirometer, Hand Grip dynamometer, Back and leg muscle strength dynamometer,
Bio - Impedance analyzer / Body Composition analyser, Physiological data recording system has
completed. Two beds are also available for practical demonstration and teaching.

Human Physiology department is actively engage in applied scientific research in collaboration with
other departments of this institute. This department has successfully completed two minor research
projects. One minor research project has already approved by competent authority and it will be
started soon. This department guided one PGDYTMP student and three M.Sc. (Yoga) students to
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complete dissertation research. This department communicated 03 research manuscripts to peer
reviewed indexed journals for publication.

2.1.7 ALLIED SCIENCES DEPARTMENT
(a) Teaching:

Department of Allied Sciences, MDNIY is dedicated for teaching allied sciences subjects to Yoga
students/sadhaks/followers. The Department has a Biochemistry Laboratory, fully equipped with
modern instruments for students practical (Undergraduate and Post-graduate Degree Courses,
Post Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy for Medicos and Paramedicos (PGDYTMP), and various
other short-term courses) and research purpose. The faculty of department also delivers their
lectures in various short-term courses/workshop.

(b) Biochemistry Laboratory

Biochemistry Laboratory is upgraded with basic and advanced instruments for hands-on-training
of the students. The laboratory has Spectrophotometer, Semi-autoanalyser to conduct basic research
in the field of Yoga Research.

2.1.8 DEPARTMENT OF LANGUAGES

Department of Languages deals with language and communication skills. The Department
comprises of three languages-

1) Sanskrit
2)  Hindi
3) English

The Department is actively engaged in teaching to students of M.Sc. (Yoga), B.Sc. (Yoga), Post
Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy for Medicos and Paramedicos (PGDYTMP), Diploma in Yoga
Science (DYSc.) for graduates. The department also conducts various webinars and seminars for
better understanding of Yoga.

2.2 Yoga Education Programmes
2.2.1 M.Sc. (Yoga):

Morarji Desai National Institute of Yoga has started M.Sc. (Yoga) Course with the affiliation
from Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha University, New Delhi, from the academic session 2019-20
with a total intake capacity of 15 students, wherein total 18 students enrolled for the course. For
the academic session 2020-21 the total intake capacity was 30 students, wherein total 18 students
enrolled for the course.

This is a regular, non-residential and full time course of two years duration comprising four
semesters. The eligibility criterion for this course is passed in B.Sc. (Yoga) with Minimum 50%
marks from a recognized University or Institute of National repute. Or A Science/Medical/Para-
Medical/Physiotherapy Graduation level degree with One year Diploma in Yoga Science. The
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graduation level degree should be with Minimum 50% marks from a recognized University or
Institute of National repute. Candidate should be medically fit.

The course aims at imparting the knowledge, skills and techniques of Yoga to enable the
students to become institutionally qualified Yoga Professionals cum Yoga therapist. Classes are
conducted daily from 7.00 am to 3.00 pm on all working days (Monday to Friday).

The teaching faculty of the Institute including the Director, Senior Medical Officer,
Assistant Professors, Dietician and Yoga Instructors to take the classes in addition to the guest
faculty engaged for different subjects of the course.

2.2.2 B.Sc. (Yoga)

Moarji Desai National Institute of Yoga, New Delhi is running B.Sc. (Yoga) course with affiliation
from Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha University, New Delhi from the academic session 2012-13
with intake of 60 students in a batch is a regular, non-residential and full time core of three
years duration comprising sixsemester. However, the intake and eligibility criteria from academic
session 2019-2020 had been changed with intake capacity of 30 students per batch. The eligibility
criteria is to pass in 12th class of 10+2 pattern of CBSE or equivalent in any science stream with
minimum aggregate of 50% marks in any four subjects including English (core/elective/functional)
provided that candidate has passed in each subject. Candidate should not more than 21 years of
age. Relaxation in age limit is as per university norms.

The course aims at imparting the knowledge, skills and techniques of Yoga to enable the students
to become institutionally qualified Yoga Professionals. Classes are conducted daily from 7.00 am to
3.00 pm on all working days (Monday to Friday).

The teaching faculty of the Institute including the Director, Assistant Professors, Dietician and Yoga
Instructors to take the classes in addition to the guest faculty engaged for different subjects of the
course.

The Sixth batch of B.Sc. (Yoga) has been successfully completed in 2017-2020 year. 7th, 8th & 9th
batch of B.Sc. (Yoga) were started in year of 2018, 2019, and 2020.

2.2.3 Post Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy for Medicos and Paramedicos (PGDYTMP)

Morarji Desai National Institute of Yoga has started Post Graduate Diploma in Yoga Therapy
for Medicos and Paramedicos (PGDYTMP) Course with the affiliation from Guru Gobind Singh
Indraprastha University, NewDelhi,fromtheacademicsession2019-20withatotalintakecapacityof20
students in a batch. This is a regular, non-residential and full time course of one year
duration comprising of two semesters. The eligibility criteria for this course is any Medical/ Para-
Medical /Physiotherapy (minimum 4 years or more) Graduate with minimum 50% marks from the
recognized University or Institutions approved by regulatory body or Institutes have been declared
by an Act of Parliament as Institutes of National Importance.

The course aims is to orient Medical and Para-medical Graduates to Integrate Yoga Therapy in
their practice. Classes are conducted daily from 7.00 am to 3.00 pm on all working days (Monday
to Friday).
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2.2.4 DIPLOMA IN YOGA SCIENCE (DYSc) OF ONE YEAR FOR GRADUATES

Diploma in Yoga Science for Graduates (D.Y.Sc.) is a full time, regular, non-residential
course of one year duration comprising two semesters.

The teaching faculty of the Institute which includes the Director, Assistant Professors and
Yoga Instructors to take the classes in addition to the guest faculty engaged for various subjects of
the course.

The first Semester Examination of DYSc. 2020-21were held in the month of February and
March, 2021. Total 84 students have appeared in the Sem.-I Final Examination. 81 students have
successfully completed Semester - I of DYSc. 2020-21.

2.2.4.1 Summer Yoga camps conducted by the D.Y.Sc. Students

The Institute conducts Summer Yoga Camps in the month of June immediately before the
final examinations of the 2nd Semester of DY Sc every year. During the year 2021, the Online
Summer Yoga Camps were conducted by the students of Diploma in Yoga Science (2020-21). A
total of 2332 people were benefited by these Yoga Camps.

Due to COVID pandemic, the regular Yoga Therapy Programmes could not be conducted. The
Institute had put its best efforts to impart Yoga training to the COVID patients, front line workers,
health workers and other general public during the COVID pandemic. People have benefitted by
these classes through both offline and online mode.

During the period from April, 2020 to March, 2021, a total of 16491 patients have been benefited
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from these Centres. Due to COVID Pandemic, the number of patients availed Yoga facility in these
centres are comparatively less.

3.4 PREVENTIVE HEALTH CARE UNITS OF YOGA IN CGHS DISPENSARIES

The Institute has established Preventive Health Care Units of Yoga in CGHS Dispensaries. Such Units are
being run in 20 CGHS Dispensaries in Delhi and NCR.

However, due to COVID-19 pandemic, these Units could not be made functional. But, the services of the
staff working in these units were utilized in conducting Yoga sessions initially through online (during lockdown) and
in the COVID/Quarantine Centres under Directorate of AYUSH, Government of NCT of Delhi.

The details of the people benefitted by these classes are as under:
1. The Institute had conducted online COVID Warriors Training on 7th and 10th April, 2020 wherein around 450
people participated.
2. 'The Institute had conducted online Yoga Therapy classes during COVID Pandemic from May, 2020, wherein

around 126 online classes have been conducted.

3. The Institute had deputed 30 Yoga Instructors to impart Yoga to the COVID patients/ high risk groups in
COVID/ Quarantine Centres under Directorate of AYUSH, Delhi from 15th July2020. Wherein around 14,673
COVID positive as well as high risk people have been benefitted out of this programme with 62,901 patient’s
days.

Description: NCD is main killers worldwide, causing 8.8 million death per year. 60% of all death
is attributable to NCDs and 48% of the death occurs at the age below 70 years old, resulting in the
enormous economic lose in those NCD high burden countries.

There is global resurgence of interest in Yoga for health promotion and, disease prevention and
management, particularly NCDs. The proposed activity aims at developing evidence-based Yoga
training modules for management of Non-Communicable Diseases. This activity will include
compilation of relevant literature and scientific evidences with guidance on proper use and necessary
dos & don'ts for health promotion and disease prevention and management. The modules will
cover Yoga interventions in prevention and management of Non-Communicable Diseases. WHO
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will provide technical guidance for ensuring the quality of the module and disseminate the module
to Member States through appropriate mechanism.

Activity 2

Title: Organizing International Capacity Building Workshops on Yoga for Non Communicable
Diseases (NCD?s).

Description: Selective as well as adjuvant use of Yoga for Health Care is growing day by day. Medical
professionals are increasingly becoming interested to explore the benefits of Yoga in the prevention
and management of NCDs. Scientific evidences are also available about the utility of Yoga as effective
modality of treatment in choice and lifestyle related disorders. Through this training programme,
the medical professionals can build the capacity towards the relevance and proper use of Yoga in
managing lifestyle related disorders. Yoga has gained tremendous popularity in the last few years;
it is the most rapidly growing health movement despite it was developed thousands of years ago.
Conventional medical professionals are also more interested to explore and acquire the knowledge
and benefits of Yoga in the prevention and management of non-communicable diseases. Scientific
evidences are also available about the use of Yoga as effective mode of treatment in the management
of Lifestyle Disorders and other psychosomatic disorders. Often Member States request WHO to
provide the training opportunity for them to acquire the relevant skill and knowledge on Yoga.
On keeping the need and necessity of Yoga for the modern world there is a need to develop and
generate trained manpower in the field of Yoga by conducting capacity building workshops at
regional and global level during collaboration period. The program will be residential of 3-5 day
duration to provide theoretical, demonstrative and practical training of Yoga for the management
of Non-Communicable Diseases by the eminent internal and external Yoga experts with objective
of advocating evidence-based Yoga practices for managing Non-Communicable Diseases.

Status: ongoing

In the preparatory process to conduct CME/ Organizing international capacity building workshop
to provide theoretical, demonstrative and practical training of Yoga for the management of Non-
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communicable Diseases (NCDs) by the eminent Yoga experts with an objective to advocate
evidence-based Yoga practices for managing Non-communicable Diseases, A concept note has
been prepared in consultation and co-ordination with WHO-SEARO Responsible officer. After
consultation with and WHO-SEARO Responsible officer of our WHO CC, an International
webinar on the topic “Yoga for Non communicable Disease - A Scientific Perspective” (Virtual for
5 days) is going to be conducted through online from 26-30 April , 2021.

Activity 3

Title: Conducting regular systematic literature review on research in Yoga with focus on Non-
Communicable Diseases and develop a short summary paper on findings of available evidences
and gaps in research, and disseminate it to Member states.

Description: The proposed activity aims at developing summary paper on research articles in
Yoga in the management of Non-Communicable Diseases available in the public domain for the
benefit of various target groups, particularly policy makers and researchers to identify the available
scientific evidences and gaps on various health conditions which are considered to impose public
health significance. The proposed activity will be implemented by undertaking systematic review
on research articles in Yoga for Non-Communicable Diseases which are available in public
domain. WHO will provide technical guidance during the process of conducting literature review
and developing summary paper and will take responsibility of disseminating the developed paper
to Member States through appropriate mechanism to help policy makers and researchers in
formulating policy, regulations and research topics.

Status: ongoing

In view of conducting regular systematic literature review on research in Yoga, with focus on
Non communicable Diseases, research papers published in indexed, peer reviewed journals were
identified for Yoga for Non communicable diseases like cardio vascular diseases, obesity, diabetes
etc, were selected. On the basis of the research articles, literature, review is being prepared. The
final literature review paper will be submitted by June 2021.

Activity 4
Title: Support WHO in the development of WHO Benchmarks for training in Yoga

Description: There is global resurgence of interest in Yoga for health promotion and, disease
prevention and management, particularly NCDs, given the reality of increasing NCD epidemic
worldwide. Therefore, one of the activities articulated in the MoU signed in 2016, between
Government of India and WHO HQ, is to develop WHO Benchmarks for training in Yoga. This
institution is the only WHO CC for Yoga not only in South-East Asia region but also in the global
level.
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The proposed activity aims at developing WHO Benchmarks for training in Yoga which will
provide quality standard for different levels of training and education in Yoga. The benchmarks will
be developed through technical consultation with all stakeholders under coordination of WHO and
Ministry of AYUSH, Government of India. WHO will provide technical guidance on the standard
format of WHO Benchmarks, and technical support on whatever required.

Status: completed

WHO Working Group Meeting (WGM) on Benchmarks for training in Yoga, was held in New
Delhi, India, from 26-28 February 2019 as part of the standard procedure for development of WHO
technical document. The activity was hosted/organized by the Ministry of AYUSH, Government of
India and MDNIY (as WHO CC). Participants from all regions of WHO [AMRO/PAHO, EMRO,
EURO, SEARO and WPRO)] participated in this event.

On June 7, 2019, A Donor agreement was signed between Ministry of AYUSH, Government of
India and WHO to implement mYoga-an mhealth program. After several national and international
level meeting and consultation and peer reviewed by the International Yoga experts the Final
Video and Audio version of M Yoga along with Document of Common Yoga Protocol for General
Wellness has been modified and submitted to WHO HQ on 6th September 2020.

The first stage of Common Yoga Protocol (CYP) - Yoga Appreciation Programme (YAP)
commenced at 7 am on the 1st of every month followed by the subsequent stages, starting from
February 2021, and continued upto 20thJune 2021. An Appreciation Certificate was given after
successful completion of YAP. There was no participation fee, except a nominal fee of INR 100/-
was charged for volunteer certification by Yoga Certification Board (YCB). The event was made
streamed live on various social media platforms of MDNIY, MoAYUSH, NIN and CCRYN.
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This is a quality training programme designed to enable easy learning, and is offered free to
the public (the fee being payable only for the certificate). Forthcomingg batches of this free training
course will be launched on 21st April, 1st May, 21st May and 1st June. All the members of the public
are requested to make use of this golden opportunity and join in to any of the above batches as
convenient. All stake-holding organisations are requested to publicise information about the above
course within their respective domains.

5.8  MDNIY Participation at International Day of Yoga

MDNIY has been the backbone of IDYs since its beginning. As always it provided technical support
in celebration of 6thInternational Day of Yoga (IDY) 2020 in different parts of Delhi by deputing
Yoga experts and instructors in many Ministries & Departments through online mode.

5.9 IDY Common Yoga Protocol at MDNIY

Morarji Desai National Institute of Yoga has been conducting Common Yoga Protocol on
every Saturday from 7.00 am to 7.45 am under the leadership of Director MDNIY. The Saturday
Common Yoga Protocol is hugely appreciated in the social media.

5.10 Diploma in Yoga Science (DYSc.) Online IDY Workshop

Diploma in Yoga Science (DYSc.) students for Graduates, batch 2019-20 of the institute
conducted Online Yoga camps and workshops at 82 places in Delhi and NCR for the period of one
month in celebration of 6thInternational Day of Yoga. Thousands of people were benefited from
these camps.

5.2.0 National Yogasana Sports Federation

The Ministry of AYUSH and Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports announced the formal
recognition of Yogasana as a competitive sport at a joint press conference held by the Union Minister
of State (IC) for AYUSH Shri Shripad Naik, and the Union Minister of State (IC) for Youth Affairs
& Sports Shri Kiren Rijiju in New Delhi on 17th December, 2020.

While addressing, Shri Naik traced the origins of Yogasana competitions to the Indian
Yoga tradition, where such competitions have been held for centuries. He said that they are still
being conducted today at multiple levels, but a strong and sustainable structure to impart national
visibility to the competitions is yet to emerge. He further said that the Government decision to
recognise Yogasana as a competitive sport comes after 3-4 years of wide consultations with the
stakeholders of the Yoga sector.

On this occasion, while addressing the media persons Shri Kiren Rijjju, said that the
competitions that will arise out of the recognition of Yogasana as a sport will enhance interest in
Yoga among people around the globe. He also said that both Ministries have been closely working
together to establish Yogasana as a competitive sport. He further said that we are planning to
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include Yogasana as a Sport discipline in Khelo India and in the University Games and we will also
pitch it at the National Games but the aim and objective of any sport is to be included in Olympics
and this is a beginning of a long journey. Shri Rijiju also said that Yogasana is going to become a
very beautiful, attractive and popular sport.

Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of India has recognized National Yogasana
Sports Federation as a National Sport Federation to promote Yogasana as a Competitive sports.
International Yogasana Sports Federation (IYSF) has established for Global promotion &
development of Yogasana as a Competitive Sports. The initiative will give it recognition to become
a global entity.

5.2.1 AYUSH for Immunity Campaign

MDNIY has adopted digital and social media platforms in a big way, to keep in touch with
the public. Facebook and YouTube Live Webinars are conducted every Friday as part of the “AYUSH
for Immunity” Campaign. Besides this, the institute also organizes live Yoga Sessions every day
from 8.00 am to 8.30 am (except Sunday).

5.2.2 Celebrates Gandhi Jayanti

MDNIY celebrated Gandhi Jayanti. During the programme, a Live Webinar on the topic
"Relevance of Gandhi for a Healthy Lifestyle” was conducted by Prof. C V Venugopal, Former
Professor & Head Department of English, Karnataka University and Former President, Gandhi
Peace Foundation, Dharwad Chapter. Gandhi ji's Priya Bhajans were recited during the online
programme. Under Swachh Bharat Abhiyan, the institute put its best effort to make the movement
success. Director, MDNIY and Officials, Staft as well as students fraternity enthusiastically
contributed in the Swachh Bharat Mission.

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Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the accounts of Morarji Desai
National Institute of Yoga for the year ended 31 March 2021

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Morarji Dcsai National Institute of Yoga, New Delhi
(Institute) as at 31 March 2021, the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s
(Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period
up to 2020-21. These financial statements are the responsibility of the Institute’s management. Our
responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India
(CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms etc. Audit observations on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and
Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection
Report/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes
examining on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates
made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We
believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i)  We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge
and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt
with by this report have been drawn up in the format prescribed by the Government of India,
Ministry of Finance.

iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained
by the Institute, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

iv) We further report that:
Balance Sheet
Al Liabilities
A.1.1 Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule - 7) - ¥ 1.11 crore

A.1.1.1 Unspent Grant-in-Aid (GIA) amounting to ¥ 3.21 crore for the year ended 31 March 2021 was
not shown as refundable to the Ministry of AYUSH (Ministry), This has resulted in understatement
of Current Liabilities (amount refundable to Ministry) and overstatement of Capital Fund by X 3.21
crore.

A.1.1.2 The above does not include liabilities for expenses due but not paid i.e. contractual salary,
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remuneration, etc. amounting to X 19.71 lakh. This has resulted in understatement of Current
Liabilities and Provisions as well as Expenditure and overstatement of Capital Fund by X 19.71
lakh.

A.1.1.3 Provision for retirement benefits towards Gratuity, Leave Encashment and other retirement
benefits were not made on actuarial basis as required under Accounting Standard 15 of ICAIL

A.1.1.41 Scrutiny of records revealed that Institute issued cheques of X 4,47,941/- between the
period from 27.04.2020 to 23.10.2020 which remained un-encashed as on 31 March 2021. These
time barred cheques were not written back in the accounts, which resulted in understatement of
Current Liabilities (creditors) and Current Assets (bank balance) by the like amount.

A2 Assets
A2.1 Current Assets Loan and Advances (Schedule — 11) — ¥ 15.46 crore
A.2.1.1 The Institute has closing balance of consumable items worth X 39.43 lakh as on

31.03.2021. However, the same has not been included in the Current Assets. This has resulted in
understatement of Current Assets and overstatement of Expenditure by X 39.43 lakh.

B. Income & Expenditure Account

B.1  As per Uniform format of accounts, grant in aid should be properly segregated and only
grant for revenue purpose is to be recognised as Income in Income & Expenditure Accounts.
The grant for capital expenditure should be routed through Balance Sheet. During the year, the
Institute received X 50 lakh as Capital Grants and the same has been taken as income in Income
& Expenditure Accounts. This has resulted in overstatement of Income as well as well as Corpus/
Capital Fund by R 50 lakh.

C. Grants-in-aid

During the year 2020-21, the Institute had received GIA of X 15.50 crore from the Ministry. The
Institute had an unspent balance of X 3.24 crore us on 31.03.2020. Thus, out of available amount
of T 18.74 crore, the Institute utilized a sum of X 15.53 crore (including X 60 lakh refunded to the
Ministry) leaving unspent balance of GIA of X 3.21 crore as on 31.03.2021. Apart from this the
Institute had its own receipts of X 2.24 crore for the year 2020-21.

D. Management Letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit Report have been brought to the notice of
management of Institute through a management letter issued separately for remedial/corrective
action.

v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet,
Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments Account dealt by this report
are in agreement with the books of accounts.

vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given
to us the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on
Accounts and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned
in Annexure to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting
